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Sub: Issues requiring your urgent attention.

Your kind self might be aware of the fact that hundreds of PEXs have
retired in the last 17 years without being considered for promotion due to
the Review DPC deadlock. Many PEXs are on the verge of retirement in
2012. In this regard we request you to kindly take up the issue at the
highest level in UPSC to resolve the problem at the earliest, so as to also
grant retrospective seniority and the subsequent promotions to them. In
the meantime we request you to promote the senior most PEXs to more
than 100 vacant JTS posts as adhoc ASDs to ease the problems in field
stations.

The decision to grant MACP to subordinate programme cadres was taken
at the highest levels in 2009. It is sad that in spite of more than two years
having passed, the process is not complete due to which several PEXs
and TREXs are yet to get the benefit of MACP. The delay is being
perpetuated by citing lack of details for hundreds of TREXs, whereas
these details are already available in the seniority list of TREXs circulated
by the Department. Hence we request you to kindly look into the issue
and direct the concerned officers to hasten the MACP orders for the left
out PEXs and TREXs. In this regard we request you to also clarify to
regional PAO offices that the decision to grant MACP was taken by
competent authorities and hence final.

The last DPC in the cadre of PEX took place on 10.12.2008 after a gap of
11 years. Taking into consideration the vacancies in the cadre of PEX
and the workload, the Department had written to the Ministry in 2008 for
grant of relaxation in the DR quota (recruitment holiday) so as to promote
the adhoc PEXs regularly. The proposal was approved by DoPT in 2010
and sent to UPSC for concurrence in November 2010 by the Ministry.
There has been no response from the UPSC till date in spite of reminder
in February 2011. In this regard we request your kind self to write to the
UPSC asking them to give the concurrence at the earliest, so as to
overcome the problem of adhoc service in the cadre of PEX.
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
